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MNov 04, 2016 - The purpose of this study is to review our results for pancreatic resection in patients with
intraductal papillary mucinous neoplasm (IPMN) with and without associated carcinoma. A total of
54 patients undergoing pancreatic resection for IPMN in a single university surgical center (Medical

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The objective of the present study was to use clinical and laboratory data to develop a model for
predicting the presence of carcinoma in patients with intraductal papillary mucinous neoplasm
(IPRN).

Intraductal papillary mucinous neoplasm is a type of tumor that can occur
within the cells of the pancreatic duct. IPMN tumors produce mucus, and
this mucus can form pancreatic cysts. Although intraductal papillary
mucinous neoplasms are benign tumors, they can progress to pancreatic
cancer. As such IPMN is viewed as a precancerous condition. Once an
intraductal papillary mucinous neoplasm has been found, the management
options include close monitoring and pre-emptive surgery.
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
