The cause of non-alcoholic fatty liver disease is not clearly understood. It is
associated with obesity, insulin resistance, hyperglycemia, and high levels
of fat in blood. The condition does not usually cause symptoms. In some

cases, fatigue, enlarged liver, and pain in the upper nght abdomen is seen.
Non-alcoholic fatty liver disease has no specific treatment. It involves
treating underying conditions such as obesity.
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
