REGARDING: Donation of medicines

DEAR SIRS,

In connection with Application Inc. No. IAL-50473 / 24.11.2014, we would like to
inform you that BDA has coordinated the donation with the applied lists of medicines and
healthcare facilities.

Medicines can be used under medical supervision as the instructions specified on
the packing and the leaflet are to be observed.

We would like to remind you that the Law on Medicines in Human Medicine does
not allow extension of the shelf life of the medicines.

The Holder of the Permit for Use and the Donor shall bear responsibility for the
quality of the donated medicines.

According to the regulation of the World Health Organization on “Good Donation
Practice”, it is advisable upon receipt the medicines to have a shelf life of at least 6 months,
their packaging not to be damaged and to have a minimum information on a language
known by the physicians in the state, a lot number, dosage form, manufacturer, quantity in a
pack, storage instructions, expiry date of shelf life.
