diagnosis of sarcoma. A few suggestions/ questions I have for them are: 1. Figure 1

shows calcification density in lesions 2, 3, and 5. Please provide non-contrast-enhanced

CT images at the same level. 2. Is the focal FDG uptake in the left axillary region on MIP

（Figure 2）a lymph node? There seems to be no explanation for it. 3. The MIP（Figure

2） shows that parts 3 and 4 of the abdominal lesion overlap with the left renal collecting

system. The lesion would be more clearly demonstrated by adding a mild right anterior

oblique or mildly rotated MIP image. 4. Increase the color bar of the fusion image and

indicate the range of SUV.
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This paper reported a method that has not been previously reported for the diagnosis of

PCDD. It's interesting and meaning.
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
