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SPECIFIC COMMENTS TO AUTHORS 

The problematics of differential diagnosis remain critical for clinical approaches to 

autism. Therefore, formalizations of the diagnostic procedures must be able to remain 

open-minded and accompanied by a creative clinical approach, especially in the case of 

complex situations that are not soluble by means of conventional diagnostic tools. One 

possibility may lie in the deepening of the phenomenological approach to autism as an 

attempt to model the subjective phenomena of autistic subjects and thus operationalize 

elements that serve the diagnostic process.
