1. I request that the researchers change the title of the paper to reflect the purpose of the

current study. 2. Reread the study abstract and shorten it even more, ensuring that the
most important findings of the current study are presented in the results section of the
study abstract. 3. The final paragraph of the introduction to the study should emphasize
the purpose of writing the paper within the context of the research problem. 4. Examine
the current study's results for any errors that could derail the study's progress. 5.
Rewrite the study conclusion to clarify whether or not the current study met its
objectives, thereby answering the question of whether or not the research problem was
solved. 6. The references used are recent, which is great, but some of them could be
combined. 7. Examine the percentage of plagiarism and self-citation to ensure that it is
within the journal's acceptable limit. 8. Taking into account the approval of a third party
in using images 1 and 2 in part for the results due to intellectual property rights laws if
