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85%; 3. Using hydrogen breath test alone cannot detect methanogenic SIBO, leading to 

missed diagnosis and reducing the detection rate of SIBO; 4. Age is an important risk 

factor for SIBO. The incidence rate of SIBO in different age groups is different. The 

prevalence of SIBO in the elderly is generally higher than that in other age groups. 
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
