SPECIFIC COMMENTS TO AUTHORS 

Esophageal cancer is the sixth most common global cause of cancer-related mortality. 

This study was to investigate the effect of chemotherapy on the survival of patients with 

advanced esophageal cancer. The National Cancer Database (NCDB) between 2004-2015 

was interrogated. Patients with M1 disease, who had received or did not receive 

chemotherapy, were included. A logistic regression model, a Cox proportional hazards 

model, and propensity score analyses were used to investigate the overall effect of 

chemotherapy on patients with stage 4 esophageal cancer. The authors confirmed that 

the effect of chemotherapy on the median overall survival of patients with stage 4 

esophageal cancer was time-dependent. This study is a retrospective study with some 

confounding factors, but it has an important guiding significance for clinical diagnosis 

and treatment. Relevant prospective research should be carried out. The writing of this 

paper is fluent and in line with the standard. This paper should be accepted.
