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This was a well-presented randomized trial regarding the effect of IEE in ADR. It had

included a large cohort of patients from 4 centers in China. The data were nicely
presented using the appropriate statistical methods and accurate results. The language

quality was good.
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Interesting topic, with interesting results. Data on large number of patients which makes

it even more important. Results show that experienced coloscopists does not generally

need IEE to reach good results. However, as in any other technology, this may change

with newer generations of eg NBI that are comming.
