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Specific Comments to Authors: The manuscript adequately addresses the subject and 

highlights an unusual complication of using the nasojeunal catheter for feeding. However, 

the described complication can turn into a disaster, adding morbidity and mortality to 

patients. And it adds an economical and also adequate solution as We introduced a way 

of ultrasound-guided jejunum feeding tube placement to avert the disaster, which was 

convenient and economical like ultrasound guided jejunal feeding probe placement .
